Chances are you've already heard of this band so
I'll skip the history part and tell you that
Eyehategod is: Mike Willians-vocals, Jimmy
Bower-guitar, Brian Patton-guitar, Danny Nick-
bass, and Joey LaCaze-drums. This interview was
done with Jimmy Bower in two parts: outside of
Dixie Taverne, and over the phone. I managed to
fuck the first part of the interview up and tape the
second part over it, so some of this is done from
memory so bear with me.

So your Southern Discomfort cd just came out on
Century Media. What's that all about?

We didn't have anything to do with it. That's
something that Century Media did. We played on
it, but that's about it. It's demos recorded after
"Take As Needed For Pain" and 7" tracks released
on other labels and and stuff.

When did Eyehategod get back together?

In October or November we started jammin again.

So are you gonna be recording a new album for

Century Media?

Yes we're recording a new album in May and it'll
be our last for them. Right now we're 3 songs shy
of a whole album.

Do you have a name for the new album yet?

No, not yet.

How would you say the new stuff is different from
your old material?

Some of it is more medium tempo now. The three
songs that we have left are going to be slow.

Any plans to tour?

Yes, we're touring Europe in April with Soilent
Green and Crowbar.

Why did you quit Crowbar?

Because it was taking up too much of my time and
I knew that Eyehategod was getting back together
and it wouldn't be fair to Crowbar to not give them
100 percent. It's cool though cuz they got Craig
Nunenmacher back, so it kinda worked out good.

What do you think of the New Orleans scene?

I think the New Orleans scene is pretty strong now.
There seem to be 2 to 3 hundred people strong that
g0 out to see bands like Hawg Jaw, Suplecs,
Icepick Revival, Bump Daddyz, I mean there's just
tons of bands you know. Spickle, Dulac Swade,
Clearlight. It's always good to me in New Orleans

o x , me L&

when there are alot of bands cuz you see alot more
friends involved in the scene. There's alot of
young bands, it's killer.

Will Clearlignt be putting anything out?

Yeah, we just recorded and we're having alot of
people sing on it. Pepper, Wino, and that chick
Elise who plays bass for Raging Slab. She has a
strong Janis Joplin kind of voice.

What about Down?

Down is putting something else out, but everybody
1s 50 busy right now. We're under a recording
contract so we have to.

What's a lesson learned in life that ou like to pass
on and share with others?

Don't sign contracts without getting a lawyer to
look at it.

Any final comments?

We're playing on the 3rd of March, so come check
1t out. It should be good. I know we're gonna play
g0od, so our part will be done.
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Indecision is a metallic hardcore band from New York. Their
current line-up is: Artie Philie-vocals, Justin Brannan-guitar,
Rachel Rosen-guitar, Steve Bago-bass, and Pat Flynn-drums.
They've released numerous ep's and full lengths domestically
and abroad and recently a new full length for M.LA. Records
called "Release The Cure". This interview was conducted with
Justin Brannan.

i fi T i m Sheehan ?
Have your longime fans shown a positive reaction to Artie
singing for you?

We parted ways with Tom in August of 1998. We weren't geting
along anymore and we were heading in different directions as
far as where we all wanted the band to go. It had a lot to do with
our chemistry on the road. Tom never contributed much as far
as lyrics and music so we decided to replace him and move on.
The reaction to Artie has been great. He's been in theband for a
while now so someties I forget how "new" he actually is. As for
the whereabouts of Tom, last I heard he was still involved in
higher education and I believe has aspirations to join the NASA
space program someday.

Why did leave Exit/Wreck-Age for MIA Records?

We worked with Exit/Wreck-Age for a long time. We did 3
albums with them over 3 years. We had a great relationship with
them. Soon after we asked Artie to join Indecision, he took on a
more serious role at the label. Collectively the band wanted to
move on and see what another label could do for us. It also
became a conflict of interest since Artie was now in the band as
well as running the label we were on. It would've created too
much incestuous conflict so we parted ways (on good terms).

What did you think of New Orleans? Any plans to return in the
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We've played New Orleans twice and it's always been alot of
fun. I wish we had more time in town to hit that casino down on
Canal Street. Those hot sauce shops are such a tourist frap. I
think we're coming back in May with Kill Your Idols.

With the line being very thin between what is determined as

"hardcore" and "metal"” music hat would you sa:
makes a band "hardcore"?

It's all in the lyrics, ethics, and attitude. The ideals of metal and
hardcore are so far removed whereas the musical styles can
often be very similar, especially in hardcore today. I never
thought of hardcore defined by a particular sound or style. It's all
in the mindset; the ideals and ethics. I think the notes in To Live
and Die in New York City sum up how we feel about it and
what, to us, differentiates the two: "Hardcore, as we know it, is
about confrontation, and community through difference or
opinion and ideals. Hardcore is all about communication. It's not
just about 'the mosh'. The music is just as important as the
lyrics...Without a message hardcore remains nothing more than
heavy metal."

What's a lesson learned in life that you like to share with others?
Chalk everything up to experience and live every day like it's
your last. This isn't easy to do but it's something we should all
strive for. Instead of strugglng to make that extra dollar to buy
that new car, we should struggle to live every day as if there was
no tomorrow. Ideally we all should throw away our material
obsessions and embrace spontaneity. Life is too fucking short to
spend it waiting in line, metaphorically and literally!

What's in the future for Indecision?
Come this summer we'll have spent close to 9 months on the
road supporting "Release The Cure". Right now we're heading

back to Europe for 6 weeks. Once we get back (early April)
we're doing a short run with Walls Of Jericho and Candiria. In
May we're doing an extensive U.S. tour with Kill Your Idols.
We're going to start writing some new stuff this summer and
record a new record next fall. That's our game plan right now.

Are there any crazy road stories you'd like to share?

Too many to even mention. A lot of shit goes on when we're on
the road. Spending a night or two in jail isn't out of the ordinary
for us because it's cheaper than getting a motel. It's easier to get
yourself thrown in jail at 4 A.M. than it is to find a hotel room.

What are your views on: religion, straightedge. politics?
Rel_igioq? Fuck religion. Religion is dead. I'm an atheist. I don't
beheYe in any gods or fairy tales such as heaven, hell or the
afterlife. I am alive now and that's all I can concern myself with.
Straightedge? I've been straightedge for about 6 years now. It's a
small part of my life. It's not everything I am. It's become second
nature to me. I don't drink, I don't do drugs, I don't get fucked up,
that's it, move on. I've never cared if anyone else was or wasn't.

Suplecs is Durel Yates-guitar/vocals, Danny Nick-bass/vocals
(who also plays for Eyehategod), and Andy Preen-drums. Their
debut cd will be released in April on Man's Ruin Records. This
interview was done with Danny and Durel outside of Checkpoint
Charlie in New Orleans, Louisiana.

How did you get hooked up with Man's Ruin?
DN: I've been buying a lot of stuff from Mans Ruin and I've been

into that kind of music. We sentthe demo to a couple of labels;
them, Meteor City, Music Cartel, labels that are into that kind of
music. I sent it twice to Man's Ruin actually and the 2nd time
they called me back.
DY: We just made a little 4 track tape, mixe it up and sent it..
DN: With a handwritten letter telling them what we're about.
Basically when he (Durel) moved back to New Orleans we did a
couple of shows and it was cool and he decided to move back
because he was just visiting to do some reunion shows and then
" once he moved back we decided to take it a little more serisly.
We both had 4 track recorders and combined our skills and
came up with a real rough piece of shit demo.

What's the all oing to be called?
DN: Wrestlin' With My Lady Friend.

Any plans to tour?

DY: Probably in June.

DN: Deborah (Devil Dolls productions) and Laur from
Underground Sounds are going to help us book a summer tour.

How man have you two been in together?

DY: Probably around 4 or 5.

DN: N.O. Industry, Malignant Mids, Yelocel, Black Bean, and
Hawg Jaw.

What happened with y'all leaving Hawg Jaw anyway?

DN: Wel the thing is when I joined Hawg Jaw it was because
they needed a bass player and I like alot what they do and all. It's
not a difference of taste in music. Gary is very serious about
what he does and it was hard to be in both bands and tae them
both that seriously. He understands though. He knows where
we're coming from too because he's known me and Durel for
years.

DY: We couldn't give Hawg Jaw 100 percent.

DN: It wasn't in any way like a bad thing. We just told hem
"Hey, you know, we got signed" and he kinda understood and
said that he was going to find another bass player. There wasn't
any weirdness to it. And we had fun doing it and I guess we
could have still done it, it's justthat he's 5 nights a week and we
gotta give Suplecs..

DY: 5 nights a week..

What are your favorite places to play in New Orleans?

DN: CheckpointCharlie

DY: Checkpoint. Mermaid was cool. We played therarecently.
DN: Dixie Taverne is always cool when we're opening for a big
band or something, but I always think we don't sound good there.
DY: We sound like shit there.

DN: I guess the reason we say this place (Checkpoinf) is the best
is because they've always been the most loyal to us.

And you can draw a bigger crowd because there's no cover.
DN: Yeah, and we always get paid more here than places that
you charge to get in.

DY: Because people drink alot.

DN: And especially bigger clubs like the Howling Wolf, I mean,
it's ridiculous. Because unless you're opening for somebody big
it's kind of silly to try to do a show there unless you've got a good
hype about your band.

Who are some of your influences?

DY: Dinosaur Jr, Firechose, Minutemen

DN: That's something that we're into that doesn't really come
across in our music is old Minutemen. We got into punk music in
the same kind of band in the same era you know, the whole
Circle Jerks, Black Flag, D.O.A., Fear..

Didn't Mali t Mids do aCircle Jerks cover?

DY + DN: Yeah.

And y'all did "Jingle Bells" too...

DY:You remember that shit?

Yeah..I can remember little things that don't really matter, but I
can't remember where i last had my wallet.

DN: But you can remember that we played'Jingle Bell".

DY: Wecame a long way from "Jingle Bells".

DN: We were really horrible in Malignant Minds. I can laugh
about it now.

DY: We sucked.

What's a lesson learned in life tha like are wif ers?
DY: Not to take life so seriously. There's no reason to have a gig
head or ego because you're going to die someday; and how is
that going to help?

DN: Don't do coke and pills..

DY: till after you drink..

DN: Don't ever loan a chick yourSun bass amp because
eventually she'll think it's hers..and it ain't!

Any final comments?
DN: Shout outs to our favorite bands. Check us out when our

record comes out April 11.

DY: I hope we can help out the other local bands; maybe Mans
Ruin and other labels will look into other local bands and
hopefully we can get something better for them.

DN:It's so unfortunate because thee's a scene that we're part of
that there's no attention on at all. Offbeat (a nationally distributed
New Orleans music magazine) ignores us, and you hardly get
mentioned in Lagniappe (the weekly entartainment guide that
comes with the Friday edition of the local New Orleans
newspaper) but they'll cover a band like Motorway or other little
cover silly bands and we have a real record label. And if we
want to down the line we could easily do, like, an split 10" with
Hawg Jaw, mabe get Frank Kozik (from Man's Ruin records) to
check into it and give us that freedom to bring another band in,
and that's what we're into. We're not in it for the money. If we
were we would have split after Malignant Mids.

What does the title of your latest 10"/cd, "Lasciate
Ogne Speranza" mean?

Well, it's Latin for "Abandon all hope, ye who
enter here." We decided to name it that because it
kinda fits the feeling of the album. We've been told
that some of our stuff is depressing and I guess it
is. I think that on this album it doesn't have quite
as much personal stuff on it, but the personal stuff
that is on there is pretty depressing.

I know Troy is also in Four Hour Fogger, and Eric
and Mike are in Puaka Balava, Are there any other

bands that you're involved with?

Yes, Eric has a noise project called Marax, the
stuff is pretty awesome for somebody that does the
shit in his bedroom, so if you're into noise write us.
If I would get off my ass and learn their stuff I
would be playing second guitar in this local
crust/hardcore band Otophobia, but every time I
start to learn the songs I end up trying to write new
stuff for Social Infestation, it gets pretty annoying.

How is the scene in Atlanta?

Well, it certainly isn't as as strong as the scene in
New Orleans, but it's coming around. We have
some amazing bands here, like Otophobia,
Leechmilk, Puaka Balava, Four Hour Fogger,
Vastion, Tabula Rasa, and others. All of these
bands are part of the Atlanta Grind Posse, which
started off as a joke, but ended up actually
bringing a lot of the heavy bands together in
Atlanta. The problem with Atlanta is that there isn't
much in the way of d.i.y. places heavy bands can
play, unless the band sounds like Korn or a Limp
Bizkit knockoff, then the clubs eat that shit up. We
have a pretty strong street punk/oi scene but I'm
not into that much so I can't really talk about it.

What did you think of New Orleans? Any plans to
return in the near future?

Man, I love New Orleans. The last time I was
there, I got piss drunk and ended up hanging out
with this homeless dude on Bourbon Street half
the night. It was an interesting experience to say
the least. We definitely will be coming back
hopefully in the future. The last show we played
there was a while ago at Zeppelin's and it was
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really fun. We had a better resﬁo;seiﬂl‘an“lth?)ﬁght
we would get, which was pretty cool. Some of our
favorite bands are from New Orleans, like Soilent

Green, Eyehategod, Abuse, Crowbar, all those
bands have influenced us in one way or another.

Is it just me, or have you noticed that the world has
gone to shit since David Lee Roth left Van Halen?
Personally, I think the world went to shit when
Winger broke up. "Seventeen", man that song
rocks!

What is a lesson learned in life that you like to
share with others?
Never trust anybody and never open yourself up to

anybody because all it will get you is a big fat
knife in the back.

What's planned for Social Infestation in the future?
Well, we are about to £0 on a short tour up the
East Coast at the end of March and beginnign of
April. We have some shows set up with Bodybag
Romance, Strong Intention, Lockweld, and
hopefully Total Fucking Destruction. We have
some local shows coming up, and we are playing
the Tallahassee, Florida Metal Fest in May. We are
supposed to be on a few comps coming out and a
4 way split 7" is in the works with us, Bodybag
Romance, Godstomper, and Bad Acid Trip. I think
that is pretty much it.
