Troy from Sour Vein told me that Brad Jones
from Berserker Records may have an interest in
us, so we contacted each other. He said that he
liked Floor/Cavity and wanted to hear Dove so I
sent him some of the material we had recorded
and he liked it and offered to put us on the
S.O.H record.

Are there any other releases in the works?

We have a few things in the works with
Berserker... A split 7inch with Floor, a 3 way
split with Cream Abdul Babar and Samus (I
think that’s who it is) and a full length, were
going to try to do all of this before the end of the
year.

What do you think of New Orleans? Any plans

to come back?
I like playing New Orleans a lot, it gives me a
chance to see friends that live there, like Gary
and Holly from Hawg Jaw, Danny from Suplecs
and Gina Albano these are people I met while I

* was with Cavity except for Holly whom I’ve
only hung out with once but I had a really
intense conversation with her at the Dixie, we
didn’t talk about anything specific just life in
general. And yes I do have plans to come back, I
think Floor is playing there in July, I have no
idea when Dove will make it back because of our
drummer situation. But hopefully by summer.

Are you still involved with Floor and Cavity?

I haven’t been involved with Cavity for about
two years now, I’ve only spoken to them twice
since September of 1999, no reason in particular
just distance I guess, they live in Miami and I
live in Central Florida about 4 hours distance.
I’m still very involved with Floor, were
recording a full length for No Idea Records in
June, and I’m sure were going to do some
touring behind the record when it comes out.

What do you think of the music
scene and the city itself now that you've been here for
a few years?

Well the music scene is good and getting better, a lot
of good bands out around here, Suplecs, Hawg Jaw,
Clearlight, E.H.G., Spickle, so the music is there, |
did what I could at the Dixie. Death Race 2000,was
cool, I did that. So it’s to the clubs. New Orleans is
too hot, but really cool one of a kind city. We ain’t
here forever, like I said before we are moving to
California.

You seem to constantly be on the road. Are there any
favorite places that you like to play around the
country? Anywhere you haven't been yet that you're

looking forward to going?
Yeah, we try to tour a lot, as much as we can anyway,

tous. L.A. to

Seattle, we have a lot of good friends out there, so it
is always a fin show; good vibes, and killer weed.
We are going to Europe next year for 3 weeks with
the Dukes of Nothing, so i cant wait to see that place.

Do you have any crazy road stories that you'd like to
share?

Oh I have a 1000 of crazy tour stories I have been
touring for 9 years. All the Buzzov.en tours ,were way
crazy....on our last tour, [ was in Long Beach, Ca, and
was going to a store and stumbled up on SST
Records, so went in and talk to this kid, I said hey can
I trade a cd for some stickers, He was like yeah, so I
said is Greg Ginn around and the kid was like yeah, I
will go get him, I was freaking, he came down and
talked to me about touring, music, etc. He gave me a
bunch of Black Flag stickers, and he also gave me 12
bucks for some beer to take to our show with 16,
because he knew the club did not sell beer, he is the
coolest guy....

Your full length finally came out on Game Two
records: How has the response been to that?

That cd has done well its sold out in 3 months. It’s
going back for the 2nd press soon, its gotten a lot of
airplay in Europe and Japan and a lot in the USA as
well. Some really good press all over. That’s good
because I wasn’t really that pleased with it myself.
Our new one will be way better all around....

What's planned for the near future?
Oh, a 12" on Bottomfeeder records,4 songs, its Todd

from Dystopia’s label along with this other guy Kif,
and the Saint Vitus tribute should be out soon. A s;;lit
7"with Weedeater, we are touring in October and
November .Then in February we £0 out west to record
our full length with Billy Anderson. It was going to
be on Mans Ruin; we got on with them in March, but
now they folded, so we are going to talk to Southern
Lord this week.

So what does everybody do outside of the band?

Well I work for a company that builds sets for movies
now. and I work as a&r for Berserker Records ,I got
Spickle and Weedeater signed also Brainoil and
Totomishi I also book tours for a few bands. Liz runs
her own t-shirt company, all kinds of killer rock shirts
and a bunch of other stuff that rocks. Check out her
site. www.electric funeral home.com. And our
drummer Henry runs a record store. and rocks hard.
JC works and smokes weed.

What was the first underground show you went t0?
Gang Green, Scream, Undead ,All Tore Up, that’s the
first.

1 attempted to interview Hawg J aw’s Mike
Dares outside of Dixie Taverne before they
played sometime in May. It was a crowded show
and there were a shitload of people outside
talking, so this is all I could make out on the

tape.

So what’s Hawg Jaw all about?

It’s about music. Gary and I play music. We’ve
been through a thousand members, it seems like
members is a crazy thing. Now we’ve got a good
line-up that we’re all happy with; we can all
talk. It’s about playing music.

Why did everybody else leave? Were y’all mean
to ‘em or something? .

I guess you can say we have a strict practice
schedule. A lot of people like to kick it and
practice, and we practice, practice, practice,
practice. I don’t know that, and people change I
guess. A lot of people went on to different styles
of music and different bands. A lot of people,
their bands took off. So, you know, everybody
had a different reason. Everybody’s still
somewhat friends. we don’t walk each other’s
dogs , but we see each other and shit, and we
hook up when we do, drink beers together and
that’s about it; still friends.

Y’all have alot of shit coming out soon! What’s
going on with that?

A lot of it it all backwards. We put out a cd a
year or ago and that’s finally coming out on
vinyl, and that’s all old recordings and that.’s
coming out after stuff that’s brand new, so it’s
all mixed up and fucked up, but a lot of it is
starting to come out after a long wait. We’re still
waiting on 7-inches from Satan’s Pimp and
Meconium, and a group of guys from different
places are putting out the vinyl, re-doing Believe
Nothing on cd. Hopefully it’Il all come out and
start coming together. The main thing, I think,
is that we’re a group about it. We have four
people that can deal and relate, from different
lives, different backdrops and be one thing to
create this music. The music I don’t have a
problem with. The music is strong enough as it
is. The unit we need to tighten up.

i 4Y"all have been on the road a few times now, do
You have any crazy road stories you want to
share?

The most recent would be when we went to

Arkansas for a weekend. First day got a flat,

second day we had a great show. First night we
did something called DM man...it’s called
Voodoo. If you’re ever in Arkansas stick around
for Voodoo...it’s a silly silly silly experience. We
went on to Ft. Smith Arkansas and....tornado.
Dude v»{e/’r/e outside, raining, the Bad Girl Band
was on, it was an all day Sunday thing...tornado,
_-it’s raining. Sirens...they got sirens there...sirens

are going off...we‘re thinking it‘s funny, a
building alarm. The guys who lived there
panicked. They cancelled the show because
there were underage kids.. they wanted us to
come to a basement but we can’t play, we can’t
smoke, so we said we’d ride it out at the
warehouse for people who want to play. The
sheet metal was flapping in the wind! The kids
who were staying with us leave..they were like
“fuck this, this is bad, we’re leaving” so we got
in the van and we drove home, straight through
it. It wasn’t bad at all. That’s about as crazy as
we get.

What do you think of New Orleans?

I love New Orleans. It’s great to be here. I don’t
claim anything by living in New Orleans. It’s a
great town. I like the attitude of people here.
Great music here. Great local bands.I’ve always
said, dude, if1 had fifieen minutes with a record
guy I’d tell him to go to New Orleans. There
isn’t a bad band and there are S0 many bands
here that are doing totally separate things.
You’ve got Suplecs, you’ve got Icepick Revival,
you’ve got Dulac Swade which is a crazy
hardcore band, an instrumental Spickle, you’ve
got Clearlight, you’ve got Eyehategod... There’s
$o much here even outside of our range of
music...it’s a music oriented city. Now it seems'
that every one of those bands that has been into
it for the last 6 or 7 years, maybe even
longer...good things are starting to happen to
them. (4t this point it 8ot really noisy and |
can’t make out what Mike is saying on the tape.
Iwill finish this interview in the next issue. -
Bobby)




Since all 3 of you do vocals, how do you split the

vocal duties in each song?

Ryan writes the majority of the lyrics, with a
little help from Stephen. After the song is .
complete musically, then Ryan usually goes in
and pieces together who is going to sing what
part. We are always open to each others
suggestions, though.

Why don’t you play any of your older material
anymore?

We still play "Hick" from our first demo. We
talk about playing older stuff, but our newer
material is much different sounding than the
material of 4 years ago. Our music has grown
with us as a band. Also, our set time is usually
limited, and we have to keep our song list to a
minimum. Newer songs take precedence.

How did you get hooked up with Berserker
Records?

Actually, T-Roy from Sour Vein told Brad about
us and Brad contacted us via telephone. We
talked for a while, and sent him some material
and he really like it. We have a split c.d. with
Spickle coming out on Berserker records- it will
feature previously unreleased material, and we
have a 3 song c.d. coming out on At A Loss
records featuring newly recorded material. Both
should be out in the next couple of months.

What are the pros and cons of being from
Lafayette?
Lafayette is a pretty cool town, it just doesn't
cater to the more extreme music scene. We have
shows here, and they do pretty good, but it is a
 constant struggle against cover bands and Cajun
bands. If we were doing covers of Matchbox 20
and Bush--we would be rich. But unfortunately,
people around here don't appreciate live,
original music. They want to be in a familiar
surrounding with familiar music being shoved
down their throats. One good thing about being
in Lafayette is the towns location. A couple of
hours here and there and there are great live
venues to see bands perform a well as play. Lots
of hot chicks here, too!!

How would you describe your sound?

We have been approached with this question a
number of times and I never can come up with a
reasonable answer. I'll give it a shot though--and
this is strictly my opinion-not the bands.
Organized chaos set to mathematical music. We
strive to sound different, to be one step behind
or in front of the listener. I think the fact that we
all have such a broad spectrum of musical tastes
tends to compliment the creative process of
writing our music.

You recently played the Mid-South Metalfest;
how did that go?

It was o-kay. A couple of bands didn't show and
we got bumped up on the list, but we played at a
reasonable time and people seemed to like the

~music. There were two stages and we played on

the shittier of the two. But, what can you expect
from a basically unheard of band. We were just
happy to be a part of that experience.

What’s planned for the near future?

Well, as of now, Ryan has broken his index
finger so we are in the process of letting in heal.
Our next show is scheduled for July 28th in
Tallahassee with MASTADON and a local
band. We just hope he is alright for that show.

What is your favorite scene from Monty Python
and the Holy Grail?

I haven't seen that movie in about 8 years, but I
like the part when they are hurling little fuzzy
bunnies at the castle. Or maybe that is another
movie.

How do you see the state of the world in the next
10 years?

If it is as fucked up as the state of the world
today-I can't even imagine 10 years from now.

Any final comments?
Stay in school--Don't do drugs--Play your music
loud.

Who's in the band? How long have you been together?
Michael -Joey Carbo, Mike Rogers, and Michael
Burton. We've been together in one form or another
for about four years now. Joey and I started that band
in the April or May of 1997, but we've been in bands
together since we were 13 or 14. We went through a
couple of lineup changes and finally settled down
with Joey on guitar, me on bass, and Mike on drums.

How would you describe your sound?

Joey- free form hardcore

Mike-hardcore mixed with ambience and metal
Michael-A chaotic blend of hardcore and melodic
noise. We incorporate a lot of different elements into
our sound - especially percussion.

How is the scene in Baton Rouge?

Joey- We hope everyone in Baton Rouge dies. The
scene is “my shit smells better than your shit.”
Mike- There is no scene in Baton Rouge for extreme

forms of music. In Baton Rouge cover bands getall

the loot while the few bands in the city that are
actually good have to go through all kinds of bullshit
just to get a show, when you do get a show
somewhere the club(Spanish Moon, The Bayou) takes
75 or 60 percent of the door.

How has the response been to your cd. Abrogator?

Isn't it supposed to be released on a label?

Joey-Very good response. Fish Fur records in
Savannah GA is releasing it and Victoria Scalisi from
DAMAD is doing the artwork. It should be out by
February.

Michael-Fishfur records should be releasing it in
February. The response has been overwhelmingly
good; we've never received this kind of feedback from
one of our recordings. We put far more work and care
into this recording than we have in any other.

Are there any plans to tour?
Joey-Sure. Always.

Mike-Please buy us a van, we are short on loot.

What have been your favorite and least favorite
shows?

Joey-Savannah is a cool place. All of Florida sucks!
Don't come to Baton Rouge. New Orleans usually
sucks, but Bryan Funck is pretty cool to us. We
played with Harriet the Spy a few years ago and that
was really fun. We kicked their asses! We used to
have fun playing with Insurrection and Lust

for Life and we love playing with our favorite band
Icepick Revival. As far as least favorite shows we
could write you a fucking book.

Mike-My favorite show was when we played in
Japan. The book about our least favorite shows will
be coming out this winter to book store near you.
Michael-I would say that my favorite show was a
benefit show for the Coalition to End Primate
Experimentation in Lafayette at Buck Nutty's Skate =

Ranch a couple of years ago. There were loads of
interested folks and it ended up being a lot of fun as
well as one of our more spontaneous shows. There
were a couple of really great bands there, too. Good
cause.

Where does the band's name come from?
Joey -Joey made it up.
Mike- Joey made it up.

What are you opinions on: straight edge. political
correctness. music distribution via the internet?
Joey-Opinions are for politicians and straight edge
kids.

Mike-I am straight edge...there is no political
correctness in our

country...where am I? I think the internet is a great
tool for distributing music just as long as the artist
are compensated for their work.
